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At the April meeting of the Flag Of cers and Trustees, a motion was made and
passed to approve a budget for making various repairs to our existing Yacht Club
facility not to exceed $10,000. A detailed report was submitted by the Captain of
the Fleet, Ms. Cindy McClure, with budget numbers, describing the nature of the
repairs and which vendors would be performing the work. In summary, the budget
was allocated on the basis of roof repair not to exceed $4,000, painting the facility
$3,500, storage box repairs, oor repairs, and misc. $2,500. Cindy will coordinate
with Max Butterworth, Building Committee Chairman to be sure that the repair
expenditures will complement the new platforms that are being constructed by

Callville that was approved at the March meeting. The electrical improvements

are being donated by a prospective new yacht club member. A new panel and junction box will be
installed and the wiring properly repaired. We will continue to use the existing facility for the next
couple of years. Our focus is the new platforms that will surround the Yacht Club with the respective
improvements that will accompany the platforms. | encourage you to attend our monthly meeting to
keep informed of the progress that is taking place.
